Criteria: Students who are eligible for this scholarship shall be graduating seniors from Blue Springs High
School and are either intending to continue their education in animal care, an FFA related education or
who have volunteered in animal shelters. In addition to the student’s academic record of 2.0 GPA or
higher, consideration will be given to solid school attendance, financial need, and the student’s
involvement in FFA (does not have to be animal geared) or volunteering with animals. A scholarship
application and cover sheet must be submitted to the school counseling office no later than the last
Friday in February.

Amount: This is a one-time scholarship in the amount of $S500 to be paid upon receipt of required
documentation.
